I. Introduction
This memo lists the data sources to be screened for evaluation that the Study Group of the IHBG Formula Negotiated Rulemaking Committee received through three different venues:
1) Brainstorming session during Study Group meeting in Scottsdale, AZ on 08/28/2014 that was open to the public

2) Request for public comment that HUD entered into the Public Register 

3) Nominations from Study Group members after discussing the process with stakeholders in the regions they represent

Each identified technical support person will answer the following questions for all nominated these data sources.
